The election meeting will start promptly
at 2pm, and will be followed by a lecture
at 3pm. The invited speaker is Anna
Muller, the Frank and Mary Padzieski
Endowed Professor in Polish, Polish
American and Eastern European Studies
at the University of Michigan-Dearborn.
Her talk will present a project and a
recent exhibit “Faces of the Polish
Diaspora: People of Hamtramck™ created
in cooperation with the Museum of
Emigration in Gdynia, Poland. The
project documents life of the Polish
community that, at the beginning of the
century, constituted the majority of
Hamtramck’s population. The authors of
the project, Anna Muller and Tomasz
Zerek, interviewed representatives of the
local Polonia, photographed people, and
examined home archives that tell us about
the rich life of Hamtramck’s Polonia
throughout the 20th century.

We will also have the opportunity to see
archival materials from the collection of
the Bentley Historical Library, that
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document the history of Polish Americans
in Michigan.
